MATING SUGGESTIONS:

One of the first questions asked about any stallion son of Galileo is whether his pedigree allows him a chance to
replicate his sire’s exceptional results with the DANZIG male line. With Australia the answer is “Yes," as the great
stallion will be back in the fifth generation of his foals’ pedigrees.

DANEHILL mares surely have a lot to offer Australia. Galileo’s 27 northern hemisphere Group winners out of
DANEHILL mares feature the brilliant Frankel, the champion two-year-old Teofilo, the Breeders’ Cup and King George
winner Highland Reel and the classic winners Intello, Golden Lilac, Cima de Triomphe and Roderic O'Connor. Four
sons of Galileo already have stakes winners out of DANEHILL mares, including the Gr.1 Phoenix Stakes winner

Dick Whittington. This success story now extends to mares by sons of DANEHILL. Galileo’s achievements with mares
by DANEHILL DANCER are rivalling his record with DANEHILL mares, siring nine Group winners headed by the
classic winners Minding and The Gurkha and Gr.1 winner Alice Springs. There are also Gr.1 winners out of mares hy
ROCK OF GIBRALTAR, HOLY ROMAN EMPEROR and MOZART.

Galileo has an excellent record with ANABAA mares, which have also made a promising start with Teofilo.

Although Australia is out of a brilliant daughter of Cape Cross, this doesn't rule out mares by the other high-class
stallion sons of GREEN DESERT. For example, daughters of INVINCIBLE SPIRIT and OASIS DREAM create just 4x3 to
GREEN DESERT. Daughters of GREEN DESERT have produced 13% Group winners to Galileo, including the Oaks
winner Was. Teofilo has already sired Group winners from a daughter and a grand-daughter of GREEN DESERT.

The CHIEF'S CROWN branch of the DANZIG male line also comes into the picture. Teofilo sired the Irish St Leger
winner Voleuse de Coeurs and the Irish Derby winner Trading Leather from mares by GRAND LODGE and his son
SINNDAR respectively.

A branch of the Northern Dancer line which has enjoyed repeated classic success with Galileo is the one represented
by STORM CAT. Galileo now has eight Group/Graded winners from 49 foals out of daughters of STORM CAT

(20 per cent) and five of them - Churchill, Gleneagles, Ballydoyle, Misty For Me and Marvellous - are Gr.1 winners.
As Marvellous and Gleneagles are out of a sister to GIANT’S CAUSEWAY, this is an avenue well worth exploring.

The Dewhurst Stakes victory by Teofilo’s son Parish Hall opened the door to close inbreeding to SADLER’S WELLS,
as he is out of a MONTJEU mare. Another son of Galileo has Gr.2 and Gr.3 2yo winners inbred 3x4 and 3x3 to
SADLER'S WELLS, the dams being by TOBOUGG and REFUSE TO BEND.

Galileo has also had good results with the NUREYEV line, including five Group winners headed by Gr.1 winner
Rhododendron from 26 foals out of PIVOTAL mares (19 per cent). His son New Approach sired the Oaks winner Talent
from a PEINTRE CELEBRE mare. Galileo also has Gr.1 winners out of daughters of THEATRICAL and STRAVINSKY.

Australia should be a natural for the MILL REEF line. Galileo has sired Gr.1 winners from three generations of
descendants from Mill Reef. Altogether Galileo has ten Group winners out of DARSHAAN mares. He also has 23%
stakes winners with Darshaan’s son MARK OF ESTEEM, including the Irish Derby winner Treasure Beach.

DARSHAAN mares produced the Gr.3 winner Toulifaut to Frankel, plus the Derby second Libertarian to New Approach.

Galileo is excelling with the ROBERTO line, notably siring the King George and Eclipse winner Nathaniel, the Irish
Oaks heroine Great Heavens and the Gr.1 winner Seville from daughters of SILVER HAWK. He has 45% stakes winners
from 11 foals out of SILVER HAWK mares. He has also sired Group winners from daughters of DYNAFORMER, KRIS S.
LEAR FAN, RED RANSOM, DR FONG, SRI PEKAN and INTIKHAB (Arc winner Found).

Galileo sired the Gr.1 winner Galikova from a BLUSHING GROOM mare, while RAINBOW QUEST sired the dam

of Teofilo’s Gr.1 winner Quest For More and the second dams of Frankel, Noble Mission and Curvy; ARAZI sired

the second dam of Lush Lashes and RAHY sired the second dams of Marvellous, Gleneagles and Deauville.

New Approach’s Oaks winner Talent also has a second dam by RAINBOW QUEST. Frankel and Teofilo have both sired
Gr.2 winners from daughters of RAHY.



Galileo has numerous good winners inbred to MR PROSPECTOR within four generations but MR PROSPECTOR is a
generation further back in Australia’s pedigree. Galileo's high-class daughters Ballydoyle, Misty For Me and Tapestry
have second dams by MR PROSPECTOR. Galileo’s Derby winner Ruler Of The World has a dam by KINGMAMBO,
his Breeders' Cup Turf winner Red Rocks is out of a MACHIAVELLIAN mare and top stayer Order of St George has

a dam by GONE WEST.

AUSTRALIA is most likely to benefit from mares with AHONOORA blood. Galileo's classic winners New Approach
and Was respectively have a dam and a second dam by this top sprinter. Galileo also has three Group winners from
mares by INDIAN RIDGE, and sired the Gr.1 winner Curvy from an INCHINOR mare.

The SHARPEN UP line is another guaranteed to suit Australia, as it has produced a classic winner to his sire Galileo and
has enjoyed plenty of success with several other sons of Sadler’s Wells.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

It was by only three-quarters of a length that Camelot failed to become the first Triple Crown winner since Nijinsky in
1970. His sire Montjeu has been one of the greatest classic influences of modern times, with Camelot ranking as one of
his four winners of the Derby and four winners of the Irish Derby. Montjeu also sired three winners of France's top
mile-and-a-half test for three-year-olds, the Grand Prix de Paris, and two of the AJC Australian Derby. It was his speed
which makes Camelot so exceptional. Not only did he cruise to victory in the Gr.1 Racing Post Trophy at two, but he
also defeated 17 rivals to become Montjeu's only classic winner over a mile, in the 2,000 Guineas.

With Montjeu as his sire and a grand-daughter of Mr Prospector as his dam, Camelot is bred on a similar pattern to
Motivator, sire of the brilliant Treve. As Treve is out of a grand-daughter of DANZIG, by ANABAA, this line merits
serious consideration with Camelot. Therefore consicer mares by such as GREEN DESERT, POLISH PRECEDENT and
WAR FRONT. Three sons of Montjeu have Group winners out of ANABAA mares, so this is a compelling option.

Montjeu sired Gr.1 winner Bracelet and Gr.2 winner Wading from a mare by GREEN DESERT. Camelot should be ideal
for OASIS DREAM, INVINCIBLE SPIRIT and CAPE CROSS mares. Daughters of SEA THE STARS should reinforce
Camelot's classic potential. Camelot's first yearlings included a 260,000gns colt out of an OASIS DREAM mare.

Several of Camelot's high-priced yearlings were inbred 4x3 to DANEHILL. They included a 400,000gns colt out of a
DANSILI mare, while DANEHILL DANCER sired the dams of yearlings which sold for 330,000gns and 270,000gns.

Montjeu sired Gr.1 winners in both hemispheres from GRAND LODGE mares.

Expect excellent results when Camelot is combined with the SHIRLEY HEIGHTS line. Montjeu’s accomplished son
Fame And Glory has a SHIRLEY HEIGHTS dam, a mare by DARSHAAN produced the Derby winner Pour Moi and
another produced the Australian Gr.1 winner Offer. Two of Montjeu’s sons have Gr.1 winners with DARSHAAN mares.

Montjeu has four Gr.1 winners from the ZEDDAAN line. The stallions involved are KALAMOUN, his sons BIKALA and
KENMARE and his grandson KENDOR.

Sons of Montjeu have sired Gr.3 winners from RAINBOW QUEST mares, plus others from daughters of RAHY and
QUEST TO FAME. Montjeu sired Authorized from a mare by SAUMAREZ, a son of RAINBOW QUEST, and also had
stakes winners with mares by ARAZI, NASHWAN, RAHY and RAINBOW QUEST. Camelot's first yearlings included a
300,000gns colt with a dam by SPECTRUM.

A second line of MR PROSPECTOR is attractive in view of the scale of Montjeu's success with that line. Motivator and
Leading Light are from GONE WEST mares, Gallante and Geoffrey Chaucer from MACHIAVELLIAN mares and Frozen
Fire from a WOODMAN mare. Montjeu has three Group winners from ZAFONIC mares.

LYPHARD sired the second dam of Authorized, while his sons PHARLY and BELLYPHA also sired the second dams of
some of Montjeu’s Gr.1 winners. LINAMIX is the broodmare sire of the high-class Montmartre and also of the very
smart Ectot, a son of Hurricane Run.

Authorized has two black-type fillies out of GALILEO mares, including the classic-placed Rehn’s Nest, which are inbred
33 to SADLER’S WELLS. There is also a Gr.1 winning juvenile whose grandsires are Galileo and Montjeu. Camelot's
first yearlings out of GALILEO mares included a €320,000 filly and a €200,000 colt.

Montjeu also had three talented winners out of mares by PEINTRE CELEBRE, a son of NUREYEV.

The similarly-bred Motivator is showing promise with the STORM BIRD line, siring a Gr.2 winner from a BLUEBIRD
mare and a Gr.3 winner from a CAT THIEF mare.

SHARPEN UP is a path to follow with Camelot, as he sired the second dams of Motivator and Hurricane Run. Montjeu’s
sons have Group winners out of mares by SELKIRK, TREMPOLINO, DIESIS and by Diesis’ son ELMAAMUL. Montjeu’s
top son St Nicholas Abbey was out of a mare by Kris's son SURE BLADE. HALLING mares are another option.

Mares by PENNEKAMP, a son of BERING, produced the Gr.1 winner Jan Vermeer to Montjeu. Another son of Montjeu
has a Gr.3 winner out of a BERING mare. Camelot's €360,000 yearling colt ha$ a dam by BERING.

AHONOORA line mares could be a good match, as three other sons of Montjeu have Group winners from them.

Canford Cliffs’ consistently outstanding record established him as a leader of his generation at two, three and four.

He scored by a facile seven lengths on his debut in May and then quickened away to take the Gr.2 Coventry Stakes by

six. Canford Cliffs was much more than just a precocious talent though. At three he reeled off Gr.1 victories in the Irish

2,000 Guineas, St James's Palace S. and Sussex S. He extended the sequence of Gr. victories to five as a four-year-old,
taking the Lockinge S. prior to using his brilliant acceleration to defeat the exceptional Goldikova in the Queen Anne S.

From the Hail To Reason male line and with a dam by Marju, Canford Cliffs is bred along similar lines to Big Bad Bob,
who did well from limited opportunities.



As a representative of the Hail To Reason male line, Canford Cliffs also possesses a pedigree which should make him a
valuable outcross for many mares.

The GREEN DESERT branch of the DANZIG line has made a fast start with Canford Cliffs. His sire Tagula sired the smart
sprinter Tax Free from a grand-daughter of Green Desert and now Canford Cliffs has sired the Gr.3 winners Al Jazi and
Most Beautiful from CAPE CROSS mares. He has also sired the useful miler Aspen Mountain from only two runners out
of daughters of OASIS DREAM.

Canford Cliffs has already sired the French Listed winner Aktoria from a daughter of ZAFONIC and his first two Group
winners have grand-daughters of MR PROSPECTOR as their second dams, by SEEKING THE GOLD and GULCH.

He has already made his mark with GALILEO mares, siring the Gr.T runner-up Salouen and the very useful Wall of Fire.
His sire’s very smart son Limato is out of a mare by SINGSPIEL. His first runner out of a MONTJEU mare is a useful
winner in France.

His Group winner Princess Asta is out of an UNFUWAIN mare and is therefore inbred 5x3 to NORTHERN DANCER
as well as being 4x4 to STOP THE MUSIC.

KYLLACHY is the broodmare sire of Canford Cliffs’ Gr.2 winner Painted Cliffs. This suggests he could also suit
daughters of PIVOTAL too.

The brothers EL GRAN SENOR and TRY MY BEST are an interesting option. Mares by Try My Best's grandson
ROYAL APPLAUSE are likely to reinforce Canford Cliffs' juvenile ability, and the same applies to ACCLAMATION.

Harlequeen, third in the Oaks and Irish Oaks, has a dam by RAINBOW QUEST who also sired the grandam of Gr.1 2yo
Salouen.

Canford Cliffs already has winners out of daughters of DALAKHANI, DAYLAMI and SHIRLEY HEIGHTS, with the
last-named siring the second dam of the classic-placed Harlequeen.

Despite facing the huge hurdle of being a contemporary of the brilliant Frankel, Excelebration won three of Europe’s
most important mile races, the Gr.1 Queen Elizabeth II'S., Gr.1 Prix du Moulin and Gr.1 Prix Jacques le Marois. He also
won two of his three juvenile starts, took the German 2,000 Guineas by seven lengths, the Hungerford S. by six and
finished runner-up to Frankel on four occasions.

Excelebration’s ability at up to a mile could be reinforced by the faster members of the MR PROSPECTOR line, such

as mares by MACHIAVELLIAN, KINGMAMBO, WOODMAN and MISWAKI. Exceed And Excel sired the smart 2yo
Buratino from a KINGMAMBO mare and he has a particularly good record with mares by GONE WEST's son ELUSIVE
QUALITY (22 per cent black-type winners, including five Group winners, headed by multiple Gr.T winner Guelph and
those very speedy European juveniles Yalta and Cotai Glory). He also has Australian Group winners out of mares by
SEEKING THE GOLD, MACHIAVELLIAN, GONE WEST and KING'S BEST. ELUSIVE QUALITY s also the broodmare
sire of one of the first Group winners by Exceed And Excel’s Australian sons.

Excelebration comes from a female line which produced the Arc second Leggera to SADLER'S WELLS. Exceed And
Excel has a Gr.2 juvenile winner out of a SADLER’S WELLS mare and also has several Group winners out of
grand-daughters of SADLER’S WELLS, including the Gr.1 Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Turf winner Outstrip out of an

EL PRADO mare. Helmet, one of Exceed And Excel’s best Australian winners, is out of a mare by SINGSPIEL.
Excelebration has already sired useful winners from daughters of SADLER’S WELLS and GALILEO.

This champion Australian sprinter is firmly established as one of the dominant forces in Australian breeding, taking
the champion sire title in the 2011/12 and 2014/15 seasons. He has shown the versatility we have come to expect of
Danehill's best stallion sons, siring everything from Gr.1-winning sprinters to classic mile-and-a-half performers.
Now his first four Irish crops have shown he can be similarly effective in the northern hemishere, producing a
succession of Gr.1 winners.

The main source of Fastnet Rock's Irish success has been mares from the SADELR'S WELLS line. His high-class daughter
Diamondsandrubies has a dam by SADLER’S WELLS, as do the likes of Cape Clear Island, Kosmische, Smuggler's Cove,
Somehow and Table Rock. However, his foals out of GALILEO mares are doing even better, producing Oaks winner
Qualify, the 2yo Gr.T winners Rivet and Intricately, the Gr.2 2yo winner Turret Rocks and the Gr.3 winners Zhukova and
Cover Song.

Fastnet Rock is also doing especially well with descendants of Sadler’s Wells” three-parts-brother NUREYEV. His very
smart Irish sons Cougar Mountain and Fascinating Rock are respectively out of daughters of NUREYEV and Nureyev's
son POLAR FALCON.

by FOREST WILDCAT and HENNESSY (also broodmare sire of Gr.2 and Gr.3 winners). These Gr.T winners are inbred
to Storm Cat's grandparents Northern Dancer and Crimson Saint. There is also a Gr.2 winner out of a daughter of

Inbreeding to DANZIG has already proved successful with Fastnet Rock. He has a Gr.1 winner inbred 3x4, plus Gr.2

Mares by DARSHAAN make increasing appeal now that Footstepsinthesand has speedy Group winners with dams by
DARSHAAN and his son MARK OF ESTEEM. DALAKHANI mares are another option.

Although Blushing Croom appears twice in his pedigree, Footstepsinthesand has some black-type horses with a third
line. His Gr.2-placed son Handsome Devil is inbred 3x3 to RAINBOW QUEST and his Gr.3 winner Amold Lane is
inbred 4x3 to RAHY.

The AHONOORA line could reinforce Footstepsinthesand's juvenile ability, as he has two-year-old Listed winners out
of mares by INDIAN RIDGE and his son COMPTON PLACE.

The HAILTO REASON/ROBERTO line has considerable appeal for Footstepsinthesand. His Group winner Sent From
Heaven has a second dam by ROBERTO, so is inbred 5x3 to this Derby winner, while his stakes winner Spring Leaf has
a ROBERTO line dam.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

The phrase “the complete package” could have been coined with Gleneagles in mind. He has everything anyone could
wish for in a young stallion - pedigree, performance, precocious speed and a sound constitution. He also has enough
stouter elements in his pedigree to suggest he will have no problem siring middle-distance performers.

His pedigree could hardly be bettered. His sire Galileo has secured his eighth sires” championship in nine, proving
as dominant as his own sire, the 14-times champion Sadler’s Wells. And Gleneagles” dam You'resothrilling is a
Gr.2-winning sister to Giant's Causeway, North America’s champion sire in 2009, 2010 and 2012.

Gleneagles was precocious enough to gain his first success in the June of his first season and he progressed so well that
his winning sequence would have stretched to eight, but for the intervention of the Longchamp stewards after the Prix
Jean-Luc Lagardere. Although he lost that Gr.1 victory, he still has four others, including the 2,000 Guineas, Irish 2,000
Guineas and the St James's Palace Stakes. With a record like that, he qualifies as one of Galileo's fastest sons.

Another of Gleneagles' virtues is that he is free of the DANZIG blood which has been the bedrock of much of Galileo’s
success. As Giant's Causeway sired Gr.1 winners in Britain and Australia from daughters of DANEHILL, there's good
reason for thinking that Gleneagles will shine with them. There is every chance that Gleneagles will sire top 2yos

and milers from daughters of DANEHILL DANCER (who is doing so well with Galileo), ROCK OF GIBRALTAR,

HOLY ROMAN EMPEROR, FASTNET ROCK, DANSILI, EXCEED AND EXCEL, KODIAC, MOZART and DUKE OF
MARMALADE, as well as mares by MASTERCRAFTSMAN.

The GREEN DESERT branch also has a lot to offer, especially as Galileo has sired an Oaks winner from a GREEN
DESERT mare and the dual Derby winner Australia from a daughter of CAPE CROSS. Mares by INVINCIBLE SPIRIT and
OASIS DREAM should reinforce Gleneagles' 2yo ability.

The CHIEF'S CROWN branch of the DANZIG male line could supply some stamina. Teofilo, another son of Galileo,
sired the Irish St Leger winner Voleuse de Coeurs and the Irish Derby winner Trading Leather from mares by GRAND
LODGE and his son SINNDAR.

Two sons of Galileo already have Group winners inbred 3x3 to SADLER’S WELLS.




Galileo has also had good results with the NUREYEV line, siring an impressive five Group winners, including two Gr.1
winners, from 26 foals out of PIVOTAL mares. New Approach, another son of Galileo, sired the Oaks winner

Talent from a PEINTRE CELEBRE mare. Galileo also has Gr.1 winners out of daughters of THEATRICAL and
STRAVINSKY.

Breeders hoping to produce high-class middle-distance winners by Gleneagles should consider the MILL REEF line.
Galileo has sired Gr.1 winners from three generations of descendants from Mill Reef, including ten Group winners
from DARSHAAN mares.

Galileo has a Gr.1 winner from a BLUSHING GROOM mare, while RAINBOW QUEST sired the second dam of
Frankel and Noble Mission. Galileo’s sons have already made their mark with this line, with New Approach’s Oaks
winner Talent also having a second dam by RAINBOW QUEST.

Galileo’s classic winners New Approach and Was respectively have a dam and a second dam by AHONOORA. Galileo
also has three Group winners from mares by INDIAN RIDGE, and he sired the Gr.1 winner Curvy from an INCHINOR
mare. The Gr.T winners Maybe, Rhododendron and Photo Call have second dams by INDIAN RIDGE.

Galileo’s high-class daughters Ballydoyle, Misty For Me and Tapestry are out of Storm Cat mares with
MR PROSPECTOR as their broodmare sire. As Gleneagles is also out of a Storm Cat mare, he is crying out for more
MR PROSPECTOR blood, especially as his own line to Mr Prospector will be back in the fifth generation of his foals.

The SHARPEN UP line has produced a classic winner to Galileo and Teofilo has three stakes winners out of DIESIS
mares.

Cleneagles has ROBERTO in his fourth generation, so there is again plenty of scope for a second line of this stallion
whose descendants have done so well with Galileo. Galileo sired Nathaniel, Great Heavens and Seville from daughters
of SILVER HAWK and the Arc-winning Found from a mare by INTIKHAB.

Ivawood was an easy winner of two prestigious juvenile races - the Gr.2 July Stakes and Gr.2 Richmond Stakes - and
he went within a nose of winning the Gr.1 Middle Park Stakes. This grandson of Invincible Spirit showed that he was
more than just a precocious juvenile by finishing third to Gleneagles in both the 2,000 Guineas and Irish 2,000
Guineas. In being placed in the 2,000 Guineas he followed in the footsteps of his great-grandsire Green Desert, another
July Stakes winner who has proved enormously influential as a stallion.

Ivawood is such a good-looking individual that he cost 220,000gns as a yearling. He also has some impressive



bloodlines. His second dam Kinnaird won the Gr.2 May Hill Stakes at two and the Gr.1 Prix de |'Opera at four.
In addition to Ivawood's winning dam Keenes Royale, Kinnaird is the dam of Berkshire, a Group-winning miler
at two and three.

Ivawood's grandsire Invincible Spirit is one of two sons of Green Desert which have sired a pair of Gr.T winners from
MACHIAVELLIAN mares. He also has Gr.1 winners out of daughters of GULCH, KINGMAMBO, SEEKING THE GOLD
and ZAMINDAR. Ivawood could suit mares by Machiavellian’s son MEDICEAN and KING'S BEST mares also appeal,
while it's also worth noting that Ivawood’s family has produced a Gr.3 winner to DUBAWI.

The AHONOORA line is likely to be an effective means of reinforcing Ivawood's juvenile talent. Invincible Spirit has a
tremendous 18% stakes winners with his 38 foals out of INDIAN RIDGE mares, with three Group winners among
seven stakes winners. Invincible Spirit’s son Lawman has Gr.3 winners out of daughters of INCHINOR and INDIAN
RIDGE. COMPTON PLACE, a son of INDIAN RIDGE, sired the Irish 2,000 Guineas second Shifting Power from
Ivawood's family.

Another option would be mares by ACCLAMATION. Invincible Spirit has several talented performers out of mares by
Acclamation’s sire ROYAL APPLAUSE, plus a Gr.2 winner from a mare by Royal Applause’s sire WAAJIB.

DANZIG will be back in the fifth generation of Ivawood's foals, which opens the door to mares from this line. Invincible
Spirit's top-class son Shalaa and his very smart sprinter Muthmir are inbred 3x3 to DANZIG. Ivawood has the potential
to thrive with mares by fast sons and grandsons of DANEHILL, such as CHOISIR, CLODOVIL, DANEHILL DANCER,
DANETIME, EXCEED AND EXCEL, FASTNET ROCK, HOLY ROMAN EMPEROR, KODIAC, MOZART and ROCK OF
GIBRALTAR.

Invincible Spirit has Group winners out of daughters of SADLER’S WELLS, MONTJEU and GALILEO. Sons of Invincible
Spirit have Group winners with dams by SADLER’S WELLS and TEOFILO.

Mares from the NUREYEV line could also suit, especially in view of Invincible Spirit’s fine record with mares by
PIVOTAL and FASLIYEV. PEINTRE CELEBRE sired a good winner from Ivawood's family in the form of the smart Salford
Mill, who became a top winner in Hong Kong as Helene Mascot.

Plenty of Invincible Spirit's Group winners have pedigrees containing NIJINSKY, via the likes of KINGS LAKE, GREEN
DANCER, ROYAL ACADEMY and CAERLEON.

Sons of Invincible Spirit have Group winners out of grand-daughters of STORM CAT, by GIANT'S CAUSEWAY and
TALE OF THE CAT. Mares by FOOTSTEPSINTHESAND and SHAMARDAL could help Ivawood sire good 2yos.

The BLUSHING GROOM line demands respect. Lawman has two Gr.1 winners with dams by RAINBOW QUEST,
while Invincible Spirit's Prix Maurice de Gheest winners Moonlight Cloud and Signs of Blessing respectively have a
dam by SPECTRUM and a second dam by NASHWAN.

It is a measure of Kingston Hill's talent that he was officially rated the second-best European 2yo of 2013 and then
became a leading classic performer at three. His 2yo rating of 120, which placed him ahead of No Nay Never, War
Command, Karakontie and Australia, was based on an unbeaten record in three starts. He took the Gr.3 Autumn Stakes

by two lengths and the Gr.1 Racing Post Trophy by four and a half.

Kingston Hill's dam Audacieuse won the Cr.3 Prix de Flore, while his second dam Sarah Georgina was a six-furlong
2yo winner by the speedy Persian Bold. Sarah Georgina was also a half-sister to Danseuse du Soir, a first-rate performer
atup to a mile who numbered the Prix Robert Papin, Poule d'Essai des Poulains and Prix de la Foret amongst his

successes.

Kingston Hill has a pedigree which allows breeders plenty of options. This son of champion 2yo Mastercraftsman has
no SADLER'S WELLS blood, no GREEN DESERT and his one line to DANEHILL will be back in the fourth generation of
his foals’ pedigrees, which allows a second line.

Three of Mastercraftsman’s nine first-crop Group winners are out of mares from the SADLER’S WELLS line.
ENTREPRENEUR sired the dam of The Grey Gatshy, IN THE WINGS the dam of Master Carpenter and SINGSPIEL the
dam of Victoria Regina. Mastercraftsman has now sired the Gr.2 winner Even Song from a SADLER’S WELLS mare.
This is therefore an attractive route with Kingston Hill. A HIGH CHAPARRAL mare produced the Prix Morny winner
The Wow Signal to another grandson of Danehill Dancer.



The STORM CAT line could reinforce Kingston Hill's juvenile ability. His sire Mastercraftsman has already sired the
dual Gr.1 winner Amazing Maria from a daughter of TALE OF THE CAT, plus the Gr.3 winner Craftsman from a FOREST
WILDCAT mare. Danehill Dancer sired the high-class Planteur from a GIANT’S CAUSEWAY mare.

More LYPHARD blood is an option. Danehill Dancer sired the top miler Esoterique from a mare by DANCING BRAVE
and one of his sons sired another top miler Olympic Glory from an ALZAO mare. Danehill Dancer’s smart son Jeremy
had a second dam by ALZAO. LINAMIX mares have excellent records with Danehill Dancer and his son Choisir.

Kingston Hill's male line has traditionally enjoyed plenty of success with SHARPEN UP. As this top stallion will be back
in the fifth generation of Kingston Hill's foals, there is plenty of scope for another line, via such as KRIS, DIESIS,
SELKIRK, TREMPOLINO and COMMON GROUNDS.

Kingston Hill's sire already has a very useful French filly with a dam by KINGMAMBO. Three of Mastercraftsman'’s
Group winners have dams by grandsons of MR PROSPECTOR.

His grandsire Danehill Dancer sired a classic winner from a mare by INDIAN RIDGE. Three of Danehill Dancer’s
stallion sons have Group winners from this line, from daughters of INDIAN RIDGE, NAMID and COMPTON PLACE.

Mastercraftsman has a Gr.3 winner out of a CAERLEON mare. Danehill Dancer sired two of his classic winners,
Speciosa and Again, from mares by a son and a grandson of NIJINSKY. A son of Danehill Dancer sired a
Prix de I'Abbaye winner from a daughter of CAERLEON.

Footstepsinthesand, another stallion with a dam by Rainbow Quest, has an eyecatching record with daughters of
DANEHILL, their five stakes winners equating to 14%.

His sire Mastercraftsman already has a Group-placed performer with a dam by OASIS DREAM. Kingston Hill is also
an option for daughters of INVINCIBLE SPIRIT and CAPE CROSS.

Mastercraftsman could hardly have made a brighter start to his stallion career, with his first crop producing the highly
talented colts The Grey Gatsby, Kingston Hill and Amazing Maria. His total of first-crop Group winners stands at an
impressive nine from a crop of 138. That is 6.5% Group winners to foals.

Several of his Group winners are out of mares from the SADLER’S WELLS line. Even Song has a dam by SADLER’S
WELLS, while ENTREPRENEUR sired the dam of The Grey Gatshy, IN THE WINGS the dam of Master Carpenter and
SINGSPIEL the dam of Victoria Regina. This ties in with the record of Mastercraftsman’s sire Danehill Dancer, who
sired Group winners from mares by SADLER’S WELLS and by six of his sons.

Danehill Dancer enjoyed plenty of success with the BLUSHING GROOM line, siring Group winners from daughters of
ARAZI, NASHWAN, RAHY (2) and RAINBOW QUEST (2). One of the RAINBOW QUEST mares produced 2016 Gr.1
winner Qemah. It is therefore significant that Kingston Hill is out of a RAINBOW QUEST mare, as is Mastercraftsman’s
Group-placed son Restorer, and he sired the Gr.3 winner Dessertoflife from a mare by Rainbow Quest's son
SPECTRUM. Mastercraftsman clearly merits more mares with BLUSHING GROOM blood.

The STORM BIRD line is important to Mastercraftsman, already siring dual Gr.1 winner Amazing Maria and a Listed
winner from daughters of TALE OF THE CAT, plus the Gr.3 winner Craftsman from a FOREST WILDCAT mare. Danehill
Dancer sired Gr.T winner Miss Beatrix from a CATRAIL mare and Planteur from a GIANT’S CAUSEWAY mare.

Danehill Dancer has Gr.2 and Gr.3 winners inbred 3x3 to SHARPEN UP and others inbred 3x4 to him. Mastercraftsman
already has a Gr.3 winner inbred 4x4 and a Listed winner inbred 4x3.

He has a very useful French filly with a dam by KINGMAMBO and three Group winners have dams sired by grandsons
of MR PROSPECTOR. Mares by DUBAWI and DUTCH ART could reinforce Mastercraftsman'’s juvenile ability.

Danehill Dancer sired a classic winner from a mare by INDIAN RIDGE. Three of his other stallion sons have sired
Group winners from this line, from daughters of INDIAN RIDGE, NAMID and COMPTON PLACE.

Danehill Dancer did particularly well with the NIJINSKY branch, which supplied him with two of his classic winners -
Speciosa and Again. Another son of Danehill Dancer sired a Prix de I'’Abbaye winner from a daughter of CAERLEON.
Mastercraftsman has a Gr.3 winner out of a CAERLEON mare.

The Danehill male line has some smart performers inbred either 2x3 or 3x3 to DANEHILL. The Gr.3 winner Ladies Are
Forever and Gr.1 sprinter Hoof It are by a son of Danehill Dancer out of a daughter of DANETIME, whereas Choisir's
Hong Kong Derby winner Luger is out of a DANZERO mare.

As a two-year-old, Most Improved followed up an impressive five-length victory at Newmarket with a close third in the
Gr.1 Dewhurst. The following season up against a St James’s Palace S. field which included the winners of the French
and Irish 2,000 Guineas and the third from the 2,000 Guineas, Most Improved won in good style.

Most Improved's sire Lawman is shaping up with grand-daughters of AHONOORA, siring Group winners from
daughters of INDIAN RIDGE and INCHINOR. Lawman’s sire Invincible Spirit has three Group winners with dams

by INDIAN RIDGE. Clodovil, another stallion bred on the Danzig-Linamix cross, sired a Gr.1 winner from an INDIAN
RIDGE mare and a Gr.2 winner from an INCHINOR mare.

Invincible Spirit sired the Gr.1 July Cup winner Mayson from a PIVOTAL mare and now Lawman has sired his latest



classic winner, Harbour Law from another.

Lawman sired the Irish 1,000 Guineas winner Just The Judge and her fellow Gr.T winner Law Enforcement and both
are out of mares by RAINBOW QUEST.

SADLER’S WELLS is also playing his part in the Lawman success story, siring the dams of the Gr.2 winner Libran
and Gr.3 winner Lady Wingshot. There are also black-type performers out of mares by GALILEO, MONTJEU,
HIGH CHAPARRAL, ENTREPRENEUR and BEAT HOLLOW. Mares by MONTJEU and his sons merit serious
consiceration now that Most Improved's dam has produced a Gr.1 winner to one of them.

Lawman has only 7 foals out of MARJU mares but they include Gr.1 Racing Post Trophy winner Marcel and a
Group-placed winner.

Nijinsky's sons CAERLEON and ROYAL ACADEMY both appear among the sires of Lawman’s black-type performers,
as does Caerleon’s son SUAVE DANCER. A ROYAL ACADEMY mare also produced the durable Group winner Beacon
Lodge to Clodovil, another representative of the Danzig-Linamix cross.

Several of Lawman's stakes winners have two lines of DANZIG, including Most Improved. As there is already a Group

winner with three lines of Danzig in her pedigree, Most Improved isn't ruled out for mares by sons of Danehill, which
create 4 x 3 to Danehill and 5 x 5 x 4 to Danzig. The same applies to sons of Green Desert.

Lawman has other good winners with two lines to MILL REEF or SHIRLEY HEIGHTS. Most Improved therefore looked
sure to be suited by DARSHAAN blood and this has come to fruition, as his Gr.2 winner Agnes Stewart has a dam by
DALAKHANI.

Clodovil also did well with CADEAUX GENEREUX mares. Most Improved's first yearlings included a €100,000 colt out
of a CADEAUX GENEREUX mare.

Prix Morny, Scat Daddy’s son No Nay Never followed in the footsteps
of his grandsire, the champion 2yo Johannesburg. Scat Daddy also sired the 2016 Morny winner, the flying filly Lady



Aurelia. No Nay Never also extended his sire line’s remarkable record of Gr.1 juvenile success to an unbroken
sequence of six generations. No Nay Never was unbeaten at two, having also crossed the Atlantic to land the Gr.2
Norfolk S. at Royal Ascot. He wasn't just a 2yo, though, as he returned from a lengthy lay-off to take a Gr.3 sprint at
Keeneland, before finishing a close second in the Gr.1 Breeders’ Cup Turf Sprint.

It is hardly surprising that No Nay Never possessed the precocity and speed demanded by many commercial breeders.
His sire Scat Daddy has proved highly effective as a sire of 2yos, while at the same time showing that he can upgrade
his mares. Scat Daddy’s 2015 2yos included the excellent total of six Graded/Group winners, one of them heing the
very fast Acapulco (Gr.2 Queen Mary Stakes and second in the Gr.1 Nunthorpe).

Three other members of the Storm Cat male line have sired Gr.1 winners from daughters of DANEHILL and another has
a Gr.1 winner from a mare by DANSILI. No Nay Never can be expected to suit daughters of Danehill’s faster sons.
Mares by CHOISIR and MASTERCRAFTSMAN could also reinforce his juvenile ability.

The GREEN DESERT branch should also help reinforce No Nay Never’s speed and precocity, especially daughters of
INVINCIBLE SPIRIT, OASIS DREAM, CAPE CROSS, DESERT STYLE and KHELEYF.

Fast horses from the NUREYEV line could suit, such as daughters of SOVIET STAR, PIVOTAL, CAPTAIN RIO and
KYLLACHY.

Scat Daddy’s daughter Lady Aurelia is inbred 4x3 to STORM CAT and another of his Gr.T winners, Harmonize,
is inbred 4x4.

MONTJEU had an outstanding record with Mr Prospector line mares, so his daughters should do well with No Nay
Never, with his three lines of Mr Prospector. The same applies to HIGH CHAPARRAL mares, as High Chaparral owes
two of his Gr.1 winners to Mr Prospector line mares. GALILEO mares could also work, as he is excelling with mares by
Storm Cat and also has a Group winner out of a grand-caughter.

Expect to see No Nay Never make his mark with mares from the quick-maturing ROYAL APPLAUSE line, including
those by his son and grandson ACCLAMATION and DARK ANGEL.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

Power proved admirably tough. Precocious enough to make a winning debut as early as May 2, he proceeded to win
the Cr.2 Coventry Stakes and the Gr.1 National Stakes before training on to become Oasis Dream’s first Gr.1 classic
winner. Another of Oasis Dream'’s sons, Showcasing, has enjoyed excellent results with his early crops.

Power’s pedigree allows him a lot of scope with the DANEHILL branch of the DANZIG line. Most Improved and
Nayarra are Gr.1 winners from the Green Desert male line with DANEHILL on their dam's side. Footstepsinthesand,
another stallion from Power’s family, has a fine record with DANEHILL mares. Consequently, it was no surprise that
Power’s smart son Peace Envoy has a dam by DANSILI, who creates 4 x 4 to DANZIG.

The MR PROSPECTOR line provides Oasis Dream with some of his best winners. A MACHIAVELLIAN mare

produced Gr.1 winners Goldream and Naaqoos, while a ZAFONIC mare is dam of Gr.2 winner Showcasing.

A KINGMAMBO mare produced the outstanding Midday. Power will suit daughters of ZAMINDAR, KING'S BEST and
MEDICEAN. Other sons of Oasis Dream have stakes winners out of mares by sons of MR PROSPECTOR, including the
smart Waady, and there are two 2yo Group winners out of mares by grandsons of Mr Prospector, including NAYEF.

Oasis Dream has an outstanding record with mares by SELKIRK; siring nine stakes winners including the Group
winners Main Aim, Bye Bye Birdie and Monitor Closely. He also sired the smart Gale Force Ten from a grand-daughter
of SELKIRK. It is therefore no coincidence that the second dams of two of Power’s first black-type winners are by KRIS
(Group winner Peace Envoy) and TREMPOLINO.

The UNFUWAIN branch of the Northern Dancer line is building a successful relationship with Oasis Dream's stallion
sons. There are Listed winners out of mares by ALHAARTH and the top sprinter Quiet Reflection has a dam by
Alhaarth's son HAAFHD.

Power's speed and precocity should prove very useful to mares with SADLER’S WELLS blood. Approve is the best of
Oasis Dream’s winners out of SADLER’S WELLS mares and he has eight stakes winners with second dams by SADLER’S
WELLS, including the Gr.T Middle Park Stakes winner Charming Thought. Oasis Dream is also siring Group winners
from mares by Sadler’s Wells’ sons, including the Gr.2 winner Hard Dream from a GALILEO mare, Peace At Last and
Rainfall from BARATHEA mares and the very smart Sri Putra from an IN THE WINGS mare. TOBOUGG and GALILEO
are already the broodmare sires of stakes winners by Power.

Mares with NIJINSKY blood have provided Oasis Dream with some top winners. A NINISKI mare produced

the Gr.1 winner Lady Jane Dighy, German 2,000 Guineas winner Frozen Power and the very useful Bronterre have
dams by ROYAL ACADEMY. CAERLEON sired the second dams of two Group winners by sons of Oasis Dream.

The NUREYEV male line is worthy of consideration, as Oasis Dream has Group winners out of mares by THEATRICAL,
SOVIET STAR, WOLFHOUND (the Gr.1-winning sprinter Muarrab) and PIVOTAL.

LINAMIX mares have excelled with Oasis Dream, with three stakes winners from eight foals, headed by the top-class
sprinter Muhaarar.

As Power's family has produced a classic winner to GIANT’S CAUSEWAY, mares from the STORM CAT line are worth
trying. Other sons of Oasis Dream have stakes winners from this line, including a German 1,000 Guineas winner from
a grand-daughter of STORM CAT. SHAMARDAL and LOPE DE VEGA mares should suit Power.

The MILL REEF line is important for Oasis Dream with Gr.T winner Arcano out of a DAYLAMI mare and Gr.3 winner
Starlit Sands out of a daughter of SLIP ANCHOR. Oasis Dream also has stakes winners with dams by DOYOUN,
MARK OF ESTEEM and DEPLOY.

With AHONOORA back in the fourth generation of Power's foals, there is scope for more AHONOORA blood. Oasis
Dream sired the fast performers Jwala, Reply, Swiss Dream and Run For The Hills from INDIAN RIDGE mares, while
Showcasing sired the American Gr.2 winner Prize Exhibit from an INCHINOR mare. Indian Ridge mares produce 4x3
to AHONOORA with Power, who has already sired the very useful Pleaseletmewin.

ROYAL APPLAUSE, his son ACCLAMATION and grandson DARK ANGEL look sure to produced 2yo winners to Power,
especially when a ROYAL APPLAUSE mare has already produced a 2yo Gr.3 winner to another son of Oasis Dream.
ACCLAMATION mares produce 4x4 to AHONOORA.
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Invincible Spirit and his half-brother
Kodiac are two of Europe’s most
popular sires of 2y0’s.

Their close relative is Pride of Dubai
and he was faster and more
precocious than either of them!

Ireland’s breeders are sure to welcome Machiavellian's high-class grandson Pride of Dubai. Of course Machiavellian
also sired the dams of Shamardal, Dark Angel and Zoffany, and Pride of Dubai has the added attraction of being out of
a half-sister to the dam of Invincible Spirit and Kodiac.

Price of Dubai was one of the best Australian two-year-olds of 2014-15, when he won the Gr.1 Blue Diamond Stakes
over six furlongs and the Gr.1 Sires Produce Stakes over seven. He is one of many Cr.1 winners sired by Street Cry,
whose progeny includes the legendary American champion Zenyatta, the exceptional Australian mare Winx and the
Kentucky Derby winner Street Sense.

One option is to try Pride of Dubai with mares by INVINCIBLE SPIRIT, which create 4x4 to Danzig and 3x4 to Eljazzi
(Kodiac produces 3x3 to Danehill and 3x4 to Eljazzi). GREEN DESERT sired the dam of Street Cry’s Fillies Mile winner
Lyric of Light.

Street Cry and his older stallion sons owe some of their success to mares from the STORM BIRD male line. Street Cry
has Group/Graded winners out of mares by Storm Bird's sons STORM CAT, SUMMER SQUALL and BLUEBIRD, plus
others out of mares by Storm Cat's sons ALJABR, TABASCO CAT and TALE OF THE CAT. Street Cry’s sons have Gr.1
winners out of daughters of CAT THIEF and FOREST WILDCAT. This suggests that Pride of Dubai will do well with
mares from the GIANT’S CAUSEWAY branch, by FOOTSTEPSINTHESAND and SHAMARDAL.

The ROBERTO line has obvious appeal. KRIS S. sired the dam of the brilliant Zenyatta, plus the Australian Gr.2 winner
Tally, and also sired the second dam of a Gr.2 winner.

Pride Of Dubai is one of eight Group winners sired by Street Cry from daughters of Danehill, so mares by sons and
grandsons of DANEHILL could prove to be highly effective.

The SADLER’S WELLS line has to be tried. Street Cry had Gr.1 and Gr.2 Australian winners out of mares by sons of
Sadler's Wells, plus a Gr.2 British winner with a dam by GALILEO. Three of Street Cry's Gr.2 winners have second dams
by SADLER’S WELLS.

DIXIELAND BAND is another son of Northern Dancer who has played a part in the Street Cry success story.
Street Cry's Breeders’ Cup Juvenile winners Street Sense and New Year's Day are respectively out of daughters of
DIXIELAND BAND and DIXIE UNION.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

The very speedy Requinto won all four of his races over 5f against his own age group as a two-year-old. His victories
included the Gr.2 Flying Childers S. and the Gr.3 Molecomb S. In assessing the bright start to his stallion career, it is
imperative to remember that he started at €5,000. In the circumstances he has done very well to sire 16 winners from
his first 30 runners and to sire second-crop yearlings which sold for up to €145,000.

A sensible approach would be aiming to produce smart two-year-olds and sprinters by Requinto, especially when
Zoffany, another of Dansili’s fastest 2yos, was able to sire three stakes-winning first-crop 2yos at Royal Ascot.

Mares from Requinto’s family produced the Royal Ascot two-year-old Gr.3 winner Blue Dakota to NAMID, and Gr.2
winner Godfrey Street to COMPTON PLACE, another son of INDIAN RIDGE. Dansili has Group-winning daughters out
of mares by INDIAN RIDGE, INCHINOR and STATOBLEST. This suggests mares with AHONOORA blood, including
daughters of ACCLAMATION, whose dam was by AHONOORA.

Other sons of Dansili have Gr.1 and Gr.2 winners inbred 4x3 to DANZIG. One of them is Zoffany, who owes much of
his early success to mares from this male line. His smart daughter Illuminate has a dam by GREEN DESERT and his Gr.2
Royal Lodge winner Foundation has a dam by POLISH PRECEDENT. Another son, the Gr.1 Prix de I'Abbaye runner-up
Washington DC, is inbred 4x4. Two of Dansili's Gr.1-winning daughters, Giofra and Laughing, are inbred 3x4 to
DANZIG, as are Dansili's high-class sprinter Bated Breath and his Gr.2 Gimcrack Stakes winner Shaweel.

A'son and a grandson of DANEHILL sired those fast fillies Piccadilly Filly and Gilt Edge Girl from Requinto’s female
family. Now that 3x3 inbreeding to DANEHILL has produced the high-class sprinter Hoof It and the Middle Park winner
Astaire, breeders may want to try Requinto with mares by Danehill's sons. Zoffany has a Gr.3 winner inbred 3x3.

NUREYEV also demands consideration as Dansili sired the Arc winner Rail Link from a THEATRICAL mare and Gr.2
winner Shaweel from a PEINTRE CELEBRE mare. Dansili has a high proportion of Group winners out of PIVOTAL
mares, including the precocious Fire Lily and the Gr.T winner Winsili. Two sons of Dansili now have stakes winners out
of PIVOTAL mares and Zoffany sired the classic-placed Architecture from a daughter of FASLIYEV.

Requinto’s Group-placed son Broken Stones is out of a FOOTSTEPSINTHESAND mare. This suggests daughters of
GIANT’S CAUSEWAY and SHAMARDAL could do well.

Requinto could be a very interesting match for mares by ACCLAMATION and DARK ANGEL.

Galileo’s 27 Group
winners out of DANEHILL mares feature the brilliant Frankel, Teofilo, Highland Reel, Intello, Golden Lilac and Roderic
O'Connor. Galileo's triple Gr.1 winner Lush Lashes is out of an ANABAA mare and Gr.1 winner Adelaide is another
whose broodmare sire is a son of DANZIG.

Galileo sired the Derby-winning Australia from a mare by CAPE CROSS, who also sired Galileo's outstanding
half-brother Sea The Stars. Galileo's record with GREEN DESERT mares is excellent, featuring the Epsom Oaks winner
Was.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

Starspangledbanner showed great versatility, establishing himself as a top-class performer in two continents, while
winning Gr.1 races over 5.5, 6 and 8 furlongs. Now he has shown huge potential with his Irish progeny. From only
33 foals in his first crop, he has sired six stakes winners, headed by four Group winners.

Starspangledbanner owes much of his success to sons and grandsons of NORTHERN DANCER. Significantly, two of his
fast Group winners are out of mares by middle-distance Gr.1 winners by SADLER’S WELLS, namely HIGH CHAPARRAL
and BEAT HOLLOW. His other Group winner, Anthem Alexander, is out of a fast daughter of NIGHT SHIFT. Choisir
sired the American Gr.1 winner Obviously from a MONTJEU mare; the top-class Olympic Clory from a daughter of
ALZAO (by LYPHARD); the 2,000 Guineas runner-up Glory Awaits from a grand-caughter of DANZIG; and the Gr2
winner Chandlery from a daughter of MUJADIL (by STORM BIRD).

This suggests that Starspangledbanner could be an ideal medium for injecting speed into daughters of not only
HIGH CHAPARRAL but also MONTJEU, GALILEO and IN THE WINGS, and his family produced an Australian Gr.2
winner to BARATHEA.



Starspangledbanner’s pedigree and conformation will allow breeders to experiment with inbreeding to the great
DANEHILL, the many-times champion sire in Europe and Australia. His sire Choisir already has an Australian Gr.3
winner and a Hong Kong Derby winner inbred 3x3.

There is also plenty of scope with other branches of the DANZIG line, most notably the GREEN DESERT line. Mares by
CAPE CROSS, DESERT PRINCE, DESERT STYLE, INVINCIBLE SPIRIT and OASIS DREAM create only 5x4 to DANZIG.

More mares by NIGHT SHIFT are called for, as they have also enjoyed success with Choisir and several sons of
Danehill. MARJU mares are an option, as they have produced Group-placed Listed winners to Choisir and
Danehill Dancer.

Choisir has a Gr.2 winner in Australia out of a mare by CATRAIL, a son of STORM CAT. Danehill Dancer sired the Gr.1
winner Miss Beatrix from another CATRAIL mare and the high-class Planteur from a GIANT’S CAUSEWAY mare.

Starspangledbanner’s pedigree rules out very few European mares. Mares hy AHONOORA, INDIAN RIDGE and
INCHINOR look a sure-fire means of producing smart juveniles and sprinters.

SHARPEN UP is so far back in Starspangledbanner’s pedigree that there is no obstacle to sending him mares from
this male line, which has worked so well with Danehill and his sons.

Starspangledbanner could be an interesting match for mares by several MR PROSPECTOR line stallions, such as
MACHIAVELLIAN, WOODMAN and ZAFONIC.

The faster members of the BLUSHING GROOM male line represent another option for this top sprinter. He sired the
useful filly Meliora from a NOVERRE mare.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

One of the most striking features of the 2015 and 2016 seasons has been the emergence of three top-class performers
representing Galileo's partnership with daughters of another champion sire, DANEHILL DANCER. Between them
Minding, The Gurkha and Alice Springs have collected the remarkable total of ten Gr. victories, including three
classics. The Gurkha's contribution included winning the Poule d'Essai des Poulains by five and a half lengths before
defeating the 2,000 Guineas winner Galileo Gold in the Sussex Stakes. The Gurkha also comes from a top-class female
line, as his first three dams were stakes winners and his fourth dam is Vallee Dansante, who numbers winners of the
Derby, Arc, Prix Marcel Boussac and Grand Criterium among her descendants. Vallee Dansante also has a distinguished
three-parts brother in that very good stallion Green Dancer, who also won the Poule d'Essai des Poulains.

There must be some valuable clues to be found among the best winners sired by Galileo's stallion sons out of mares by
Danehill, including Teofilo and Frankel. Although Teofilo has a dam by Danehill, he has plenty of good winners with a
second line of DANZIG. Among them are Gr.1 winner Havana Gold (dam by DESERT STYLE), the Gr.2 winners Amira’s
Prince (dam by GREEN DESERT) and Diplomat (dam by SHAADI) and the Gr.3-winning brothers Scottish and Royal
Empire (dam by ZIETEN). Teofilo also has stakes winners inbred 3x2 and 3x3 to DANEHILL.

As Danehill and Danzig are one generation further back in The Gurkha's pedigree, he clearly has plenty of options

with mares from the DANZIG line. Galileo has sired an Oaks winner from a GREEN DESERT mare and the dual Derby
winner Australia from a daughter of CAPE CROSS, so these merit a chance with The Gurkha, as do daughters of
INVINCIBLE SPIRIT, OASIS DREAM and SEA THE STARS. Mares by the likes of ROCK OF GIBRALTAR, HOLY ROMAN
EMPEROR, FASTNET ROCK, DANSILI, EXCEED AND EXCEL, KODIAC, MOZART and DUKE OF MARMALADE create
an acceptable 4x3 to DANEHILL. The GRAND LODGE branch of the Danzig male line supplied Teofilo with Irish St
Leger winner Voleuse de Coeurs (dam by GRAND LODGE) and the Irish Derby winner Trading Leather (dam hy
SINNDAR).

The BLUSHING GROOM line is playing an important role in Teofilos career and has made a very promising start
with Frankel. Teofilo has Group winners out of daughters of RAINBOW QUEST (Gr.1 winner Quest For More),
GROOM DANCER (Oaks second Tarfasha) and RAHY (Gr.2 winner Arod) and there's also a Gr.2 winner with a dam

The Gurkha displays an explosive tum of foot to win the
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by QUEST FOR FAME. Frankel's Gr.2 Lowther Stakes winner Queen Kindly is another with a dam by RAHY and his
smart daughter Fair Eva has a QUEST FOR FAME second dam.

A branch of the Northern Dancer line enjoying repeated classic success with Galileo is the one represented by STORM
CAT. Galileo now has eight Group/Graded winners from daughters of STORM CAT (20 per cent) and five of them -
Churchill, Gleneagles, Ballydoyle, Misty For Me and Marvellous - are Gr.1 winners. Teofilo sired a Gr.T winner from a
daughter of GIANT’S CAUSEWAY. As Marvellous and Gleneagles are out of a sister to GIANT'S CAUSEWAY, this is an
avenue well worth exploring with The Gurkha.

Inbreeding to SADLER’S WELLS cannot be ruled out, as two of Galileo's sons with dams by Danehill have sired Group
winners inbred 3x3. Roderic O'Connor also has a Group winner inbred 3x4.

Galileo has also had very good results with the NUREYEV line, including five Group winners from PIVOTAL mares
headed by Gr.1 winner Rhododendron. His son New Approach sired the Oaks winner Talent from a PEINTRE CELEBRE
mare and Teofilo has a Gr.3 winner with a PEINTRE CELEBRE dam. Galileo also has Gr.1 winners out of daughters of
THEATRICAL and STRAVINSKY.

Although he is out of a Miswaki mare, Galileo has enjoyed widespread success with other MR PROSPECTOR line
mares, notably siring Gr.1 winners from daughters of MACHIAVELLIAN, KINGMAMBO and GONE WEST. Other sons
of Galileo have Group winners with dams by MACHIAVELLIAN, ZAFONIC, THUNDER GULCH and DUBAI
DESTINATION. Daughters of KING'S BEST and ZAMINDAR also have stakes winners by Teofilo.

Galileo is excelling with the ROBERTO line, notably siring the Gr.1 winners Nathaniel, Great Heavens and Seville from
daughters of SILVER HAWK. He has also sired Group winners from daughters of DYNAFORMER, KRIS S., LEAR FAN,
RED RANSOM, DR FONG, SRI PEKAN and INTIKHAB.

Frankel and Teofilo both have Gr.3 winners out of SHIRLEY HEIGHTS line mares. One has a dam by DARSHAAN,
whose daughters have produced 19 stakes winners to Galileo. Galileo also has 23% stakes winners with MARK OF
ESTEEM.

The Gurkha is likely to suit mares with AHONOORA blood. Galileo's classic winners New Approach and Was
respectively have a dam and a second dam by this top sprinter. Galileo also has three Group winners, including a
classic winner, from mares by INDIAN RIDGE. Galileo sired Gr. winner Curvy from an INCHINOR mare.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

No young stallion in America has built a bigger international reputation in recent years than War Front. This fast son of
Danzig has rapidly established that his progeny can shine at the top level on all surfaces and are equally at home in the

U.S. and Europe.

One of the colts which helped build this reputation is War Command, who won both the Gr.2 Coventry Stakes and Gr.1
Dewhurst Stakes. He was very impressive in storming home 6 lengths clear at Royal Ascot. In taking the Dewhurst, War

Command improved his juvenile record to four wins from five starts.

Itisn't just his racing record that suggests that War Command has a lot to offer as a stallion. War Front’s first stallion son,
The Factor, has become a Gr.1 sire with his first crop. War Command has no inbreeding in the first four generations and
he is out of Wandering Star, a Gr.2 winner bred along similar lines to the highly successful stallion Silver Hawk.
Wandering Star's sire Red Ransom is a son of Silver HawKk's sire Roberto and her dam was a daughter of Silver Hawk's
dam, the Prix Jacques le Marois winner Gris Vitesse. Silver Hawk sired top winners throughout the northern
hemisphere, including winners of the Derby and Prix de Diane. Thanks to War Front, War Command's success should



come lower down the distance scale.

One notable aspect of Silver Hawk’s legacy has been the exceptional results that his daughters have achieved with
GALILEO. They have 45% black-type winners. Add to this the fact that War Command is by a son of DANZIG and he
becomes an obvious choice as a mate for GALILEO mares. Silver Hawk's daughters also produced Gr.1 winners to
SADLER’S WELLS and EL PRADO. War Command should also suit daughters of MONTJEU and HIGH CHAPARRAL.
War Front already has two Gr.1 2yo winners out of a daughter of SADLER’S WELLS.

Grandsons of DANZIG have numerous Gr.1 winners from mares by PEINTRE CELEBRE, plus others from daughters of
STRAVINSKY and THEATRICAL, all sons of NUREYEV. There is another Gr.1 winner out of a daughter of PIVOTAL.

Inevitably, inbreeding to DANZIG will have to be tried with War Command. Mares by sons of DANEHILL and GREEN
DESERT create only 3x4 to DANZIG.

The STORM CAT branch of the NORTHERN DANCER male line has supplied several Gr.1 winners to grandsons of
Danzig, via daughters of such as GIANT'S CAUSEWAY, HENNESSY and CATRAIL.

Other stallions bred on the Danzig-Roberto cross sired Graded winners from daughters of RAHY and GROOM
DANCER. Declaration of War, another of War Front’s top sons, is also out of a RAHY mare, as is his Gr.3 winner
War Correspondent, so mares with BLUSHING GROOM blood look sure to do well with War Command.

The Danzig sire line has proved hugely successful when crossed with mares from the SHARPEN UP line with daughters
of KRIS, TREMPOLINO and SELKIRK leading the way.

The MR PROSPECTOR line has potentially the most to offer War Command. War Front has Graded stakes winners out
of mares by four sons of MR PROSPECTOR, including SMART STRIKE, MISWAKI and FORTY NINER. He also has a
top-class son, Air Force Blue, with a second dam by SEEKING THE GOLD. War Front also has a couple of very useful
sons out of UNBRIDLED'S SONG mares. Another branch of the RAISE A NATIVE male line helped supply War Front
with his triple Gr.1 winner Air Force Blue. His dam is by MARIA'S MON.

Danzig line stallions have a large number of Group 1 winners with mares from the MILL REEF line, doing especially
well with daughters of DARSHAAN.

Other grandsons of Danzig have numerous Gr.1 winners out of mares by INDIAN RIDGE and INCHINOR. Mares with
some AHONOORA blood therefore appeal.

MATING SUGGESTIONS:

Zoffany is the most accomplished 2yo by Dansili and is now his best stallion son. A runaway winner of 2015 first-crop
sires’ championship, he has confirmed his potential by becoming a Gr.1 sire in 2016.

Zoffany make a winning debut as early as April 18 and he was winning for the fifth time in six starts when he landed
the Phoenix S. over six furlongs in August, in the process becoming Dansili’s only Gr.1-winning two-year-old colt.
Zoffany was more than a 2yo, though, as he showed when he narrowed Frankel’s winning margin in the Gr.1 St James's
Palace S. to only three-quarters of a length and when he failed by only a head to win the Gr.1 Prix Jean Prat.

Although he is a member of the DANZIG male line, Zoffany owes much of his early success to mares from this male
line. His Gr.2-winner llluminate has a dam by GREEN DESERT and another Gr.2 winner, Foundation, has a dam by
POLISH PRECEDENT. Another son, the Gr.1 Prix de I’Abbaye runner-up Washington DC, is inbred 4x4. Zoffany should
shine with OASIS DREAM, INVINCIBLE SPIRIT and CAPE CROSS mares. Dansili also has some very good winners
inbred to DANZIG, including the Gr.T winner Giofra, the high-class sprinter Bated Breath and the dual American Gr.1
winner Laughing (all inbred 3x4). Dansili’s Gr.2 winner Shaweel is also inbred 3x4 to DANZIG, as he has a second
dam by GREEN DESERT. Zoffany already has a Gr.3 winner, Dolce Strega, inbred 3x3 to DANEHILL.

Daughters of GALILEO will benefit from the precocity of Zoffany. Dansili now has 14 stakes winners out of daughters of
SADLER’S WELLS, including the Gr.1 winners Flintshire, The Fugue and Passage of Time and three Gr.2 winners. Dansili
also sired the fast and precocious Requinto from a mare by ENTREPRENEUR, so Zoffany looks an automatic choice not
only for mares by SADLER’S WELLS but his sons such as MONTJEU, HIGH CHAPARRAL, BARATHEA and IN THE
WINGS. Zoffany's Oaks and Irish Oaks second Architecture has a second dam by SADLER’S WELLS.

NUREYEV blood also demands serious consideration. Dansili sired the Arc winner Rail Link from a THEATRICAL mare
and Gr.2 winner Shaweel from a PEINTRE CELEBRE mare. Dansili has a high proportion of Group winners out of
PIVOTAL mares, including the precocious Fire Lily and the Gr.1 winner Winsili. Zoffany has also made a bright start
with PIVOTAL, siring the Irish Listed winner Argentero. Mares by KYLLACHY could also produce precocious 2yos.
FASLIYEV mares are another option, as Zoffany sired the classic-placed Architecture from one.

Dansili has proved to be suited by an extra line of NIJINSKY. ROYAL ACADEMY and SHADEED are sires respectively of
the second dams of Zoffany’s Group winners Foundation and Ventura Storm.

MR PROSPECTOR blood is important for Zoffany, his smart daughter Illuminate is inbred 3x3 to MACHIAVELLIAN,
while his Gr.2 winner Knife Edge and southern hemisphere Gr.2 winner Zodiac Ruler are inbred 4x4 to

MR PROSPECTOR. The classic-placed Architecture is out of a mare inbred 3x3 to MR PROSPECTOR. ZAFONIC and
ZAMINDAR mares have also had Group success with Dansili.

Zoffany is inbred 5x4 to BLUSHING GROOM and he benefits from more. His Group-placed Listed winner Light Up
Our World is out of a mare by RAHY's son FANTASTIC LIGHT and his Gr.3 winner Dolce Strega has a second dam by
RAINBOW QUEST. Dansili sired three black-type winners from only nine foals out of RAHY mares and three Group
winners from RAINBOW QUEST mares. The multiple Gr.T winner Proviso has a RAINBOW QUEST mares as her
second dam. Dansili's Gr.1 Prix du Jockey-Club second Famous Name is out of a daughter of QUEST FOR FAME.
Mares with NEVER BEND blood will shine with Zoffany. Dansili has Gr.1 and Gr.2 winners with DARSHAAN mares
and other Gr.1 winners have second dams by SHIRLEY HEIGHTS (2) and MILL REEF. Dansili also has Group winners
with dams by IRISH RIVER and BRIEF TRUCE and Rail Link has a RIVERMAN mare as his second dam.

Zoffany's Gr.2 Norfolk Stakes winner Waterloo Bridge has a dam by the ROBERTO line stallion DR FONG.
Dansili has smart performers out of daughters of DIESIS, SANGLAMORE, KRIS and SELKIRK.

EFISIO mares are responsible for two of Dansili's Gr.2 winners and another produced a Gr.3 winner to Dansili’s son
Rail Link. Another branch of the FORLI male line produced Dansili's Gr.1 winner Miss France, her dam being by
TIROL. Dansili's Gr.1 winner Dank has a second dam by THATCH.

Dansili has Group winners with dams by AHONOORA's sons INDIAN RIDGE, INCHINOR and STATOBLEST.
